thinking when I celebrate a parishioner’s funeral. We said 
goodbye to Mary Roche, school nurse for 29 years.

years old. As I try to speak words of faith that comfort those 
left behind, I wonder about the life journey of the one who 
has died. Even though I may not know the family well, I 

feel sadness and share I their grief. Each funeral serves as a 
“memento mori” for me. One day someone will be saying 
these prayers for me. Someday I too will rest in a casket in 

the center aisle of some church with the community bidding 
farewell to me. They are not morbid thoughts, but reminders 

of my own mortality. “Remember that you are dust…” 
 Just a reminder that your Easter Flower envelope 
may be placed in the collection basket at any time. There is a 

place on the front of the envelope to memorialize a loved 
one. Your generosity will make our church shine at Easter.

between the ages of 18 and 59 inclusive may take only one full 
meal on this day. Two smaller meals are permitted to maintain 

strength according to one’s needs. The eating of solid food 
between meals is not permitted. 

 

DAYS OF ABSTINENCE: ALL FRIDAYS IN LENT 
All who have reached their 14th year are bound to 

abstain totally from meat.
