Dear Fellow Parishioners: 

During this Easter Season, I will do a bit of 
Mystagogia, or explaining the meaning of what we have 
celebrated. Someone did not want to go the Easter Vigil 

because they saw it in light of the weekly Sunday Vigil on 
Saturday, which is the anticipated Mass for Sunday. The 

Sacramentary, (Book of Prayers for the Priest) says that the 
EasterVigil is the First Mass of Easter. It goes on to say that 
those who receive holy communion at the Easter Vigil may 

receive again at the Second Mass of Easter Sunday. The 
Easter Vigil has 4 parts: 1) A light service, 2) A lengthy 

liturgy of the word (7 readings), 3) Baptism of new members 
or reception of Candidates into the Church, 4) The liturgy 

of the Eucharist. What a marvelous celebration we had 
beginning in the parish center and the processing into the 

church, ablaze with lights, adorned with flowers and 
banners. Easter begins with the Easter Vigil. It moves us 
from darkness to light and from death to life. Think about 
joining us next year on March 21, 2008! How’s that for
