Dear Fellow Parishioners: 
 I never cease to be amazed by your generosity. In a 

report dated April 12th, the Archbishop’s Annual Appeal 
reported that you pledged $59,119.25 to the Appeal. This 

amounts to 113.9% of our goal of $51,900.00. Many thanks 
for responding from your heart to Archbishop Mansell’s 

request. There is a bit of sadness because only 301 gifts were 
received from 1827 registered households, or 20.1% of our 
parish. Even a small gift of $10.00, $20.00 or $30.00 makes 
a difference. We will have extra envelopes available for the 

Appeal on the weekend of May 5-6th. Wouldn’t it be 
wonderful if at least 40% of the parish participated. 

 
 Someone asked why we wear red vestments on Palm 
Sunday. The official title for the day is Palm Sunday of the 
Lord’s Passion. The focus of the celebration is more on the 

Passion than the Palms. Red is always worn when we 
celebrate the Lord’s Passion. Interestingly enough, you may 
remember the Missal of 1962 which had the presider wear 
red for the palm procession and purple for the Mass. The 

Second Vatican Council changed the focus a bit so that the 
Passion might be celebrated on one Sunday and the 

Resurrection on the next. More Mystagogia next week.
