Dear Fellow Parishioners:

“The fifty days from Easter Sunday are celebrated in
joyful exultation as one feast day, or better as one “great
Sunday” (Ordo for Mass).” You may notice that the paschal
candle, a symbol of the presence of the Risen Christ remains
in front of the sanctuary through evening prayer on
Pentecost Sunday. The five nails represent the five wounds
of Christ. As the priest touches them at the Easter Vigil, he
says “By His holy and glorious wounds may Christ our Lord
guard us and keep us. Amen.” As the priest traces the cross
on the candle he says, “Christ yesterday and today, the
beginning and the end.” Tracing the Greek letters Alpha and
Omega he says, “Alpha and Omega.” In tracing the numerals
2007 he says, “All time belongs to Him and all the ages, to
Him be glory and power through every age forever. Amen.”
What a beautiful meditation on Christ’s death and
resurrection this is.

Congratulations to all the children receiving First Eucharist
during the Easter Season. May the Risen Lord bless them
and their families abundantly.
