      3. What to do with the cremated remains? “The remains 
of the cremated bodies should be treated with the same 

respect given to the corporeal remains of a human body” 
(O.C.F. pg. 15). Cremated remains should either be buried 

in a cemetery or entombed in a mausoleum or columbarium. 
“The practices of scattering cremated remains on the sea, 

from the air, or on the ground or keeping cremated remains 
in the home of a relative or friend are not the reverent 
dispositions that the Church requires” (O.C.F. pg. 15). 

Hopefully, this will help you and your families to make wise 
Catholic choices with the death of a loved one.

PROCEDURE REMINDERS ON 

RECEIVING HOLY COMMUNION 

AT MASS 
1.  In the USA “the communicant bows his or her head 

before the Sacrament as a gesture of reverence and receives 
the Body of the Lord from the Minister.” (This is an 

indication that throughout the USA the bow of the head 
REPLACES other reverent gestures by the faithful such as a 
sign of the cross, a genuflection, kneeling, etc.). This sign of 
reverence is also made before receiving the Precious Blood. 

 

2. If the communicant chooses to receive COMMUNION 
    IN THE HAND, the following is the allowed procedure: 

 

  a.  Approach the Minister with hands FREE of missalettes, 
       programs, rosaries, Kleenex, and babies, etc. 
 

  b.  Place one palm on the other, slightly cupping the 
       hands, chest high (Never use one hand, or palms 
       outstretched, or hands side by side). 
 

  c. Bow your head, and when the Minister says “Body of 
      Christ,” respond “AMEN”. 
 

  d. The host is reverently placed in the palm of your hand. 
 

  e. Take one step to the side, and carefully take the bottom 
       hand to place the host in your mouth. 
 

  f. Then you may return to your seat. 
 

The Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion have been 
directed to follow this procedure. If the communicant does 

not, the Minister places the host directly on the tongue.

“2007” ADOPT-A-BABY PROGRAM 
MONTH THREE 

THREE MONTH DEVELOPING BABY: Your baby is quite 
active in the womb now—although his/her mother won’t feel 

him/her for another couple of months. If his/her mother’s womb 
had a window, you could watch your spiritually adopted baby 

squint, swallow and move his/her tongue. He/she can make a tight 
fist if you could touch his/her palm. Touching the soles of the feet 
makes the toes curl down, and touching the eyelids makes the eye 
muscles clench. His/her liver is making bile, and the kidneys are 
secreting urine into the bladder. He/she is breathing fluid, which 
he/she continues until birth. He/she obtains the oxygen his/her 

body needs through the umbilical cord. The baby you are praying 
for weighs one ounce and is only about 3 inches long.
