Just in case you were wondering about Pope 

Benedict XVI’s “Motu Proprio,” a papal letter, entitled “On 
the Use of Preconciliar Liturgical Forms” or in the Latin 
Summorum Pontificum, here are some facts. 
 1) The current Roman Missal and its form remain 
                  the “ordinary” or regular form of the Mass. The 
                  Missal of Blessed John XXIII is the 
                  “extraordinary” form. 
 2) The “extraordinary” form may be used on 
                  weekdays, but only once on Sundays and 
                  Solemnities. 
 3) Any priest of the Latin rite (ours) may use the 
                 Missal of Blessed John XXIII on any day except 
                 the Sacred Triduum.  

Only this week was an official translation of the document 
made available, so there may yet be some further 

clarification. 

Please join us in celebrating our Patronal Feast at 
the 11:30AM Mass on July 29th. The Feast of St. James 

falls on July 25th, but may be transferred to the nearest 
Sunday. Come not only for Mass but also for the parish
