Dear Fellow Parishioners: 
 After anointing someone who was dying, I told their 
family that I had given their loved one a Plenary Indulgence. 
They looked at me as if I was speaking a foreign language. 
“Indulgences: the remission of temporal punishment for sin 

in response to certain prayers or good works”(cans. 
992-997). Indulgences do not forgive sins, they only remit 

the temporal punishment or remnants of sin. The 
indulgences are Plenary, Full or Partial. Pope Paul VI in 

1967 wrote Indulgentiarum Doctrina and used the  
terminology of the “treasury of satisfaction” to describe how 

the Church can extend this indulgence to its children. A 
Plenary or Partial Indulgence is connected with a deliberate 
rejection of all sin. Certainly, in death I would presuppose, 

that a person rejects all sin and welcomes God. All of this is 
quite voluntary. So welcome the opportunity of receiving 

either kind of indulgence.  
 Summer is flying by, so please enjoy the good 
weather and time away. However, I ask that you remember 
that our financial obligations do not diminish in the summer.
