Dear Fellow Parishioners:

The things that bother us most in life are usually the small things.
Most people coming to the 4:00PM Mass park in front of the
church from East to West (Gilbert Avenue leading to Cromwell
Avenue). However, a few people park from West to East and when
Mass is over a small traffic jam ensues. If everyone could park
from East to West that will take care of that problem.

You may have noticed that the Gospel Readings from Luke have
been kind of “in your face” recently. Luke’s Gospel is called the
Social Gospel because it seeks to address the question, “How do |
live out my faith in Jesus Christ?” It is also the gospel that has the
most material about Jesus’ birth and infancy. This gospel has the
three canticles that the Liturgy of the Hours uses every day. They
are the Canticle of Zachariah, (Blest be the God of Israel); the
Canticle of Mary, (My soul gives glory to the Lord); and the
Canticle of Simeon, (Lord, you may dismiss your servant). With
the beginning of Advent we begin using the Gospel of Matthew,
which seeks to make a connection between the First Covenant
on Sinai and the New Covenant made in the blood of Christ.
Hopefully, that is of some help to you.
