Dear Fellow Parishioners: 
 
 The aging process takes its toll not just on us, but 
also on our machines and equipment. Several weeks ago our 
chimes lost the ability to ring before weekday and Sunday 
Mass. We can still hear music at 12:00Noon and 3:00PM but 

that too may soon end. Repairs on our 19-year-old tape 
player with its four separate motors is no longer possible. 

Even replacement tapes are not available. Digital, solid state 
players are now the wave of the future. We have a working 
amplifier and good speakers, but we need a new player. A 

new solid state, digital Verdin unit called the “Singing 
Tower Carillon.” It will allow us to toll for funerals, both 

arriving at and leaving the church, peal after a wedding, play 
more music generally. Cost for the new unit is $8000.00, 

which could be installed by December. I have two thoughts 
about how to memorialize and pay for this unit. The first 
would be by a single donor who would have the bell toll 

daily at 7:00PM for their intention. A second way would be 
to have people donate $50.00 to have the bell toll on a 

specific day for a loved one at 7:00PM. This would allow for 
360 donors. There will be a flyer in next week’s bulletin 

with a further explanation.
