People write 

sentences, or take more room than is necessary, leaving little 

room for others. Some people write in the book for weeks 

ahead, lest God not hear their intercessory prayer that day! 

A simple-“For Mary & John Smith,” or “Health-Edward” 

would suffice and give other people room. We don’t need to 

give God every detail for our prayers to be heard. I hope this 

does not deter you from using this wonderful tool, but rather 

helps us to use it more effectively. 

 As I write this I am in final preparation mode for the 

National Federation of Diocesan Liturgical Commissions 

Convention, October 9th-13th, at the Bradley Sheraton. The 

theme of the meeting is “Liturgy: The Privileged Place of 

Catechesis.” How practical that is for the believer at Mass. 

Our preparation is not informational but one of: 1) Spiritual 

preparation, 2) Celebration and 3) Mission. As I gather for 

Mass, what do I ask of all those present and what am I 

looking for. What can I contribute? At Mass do I say the 

prayers and sing the songs? Do I listen to the words and 

reflect on their meaning for my life? Lastly, do I reflect on 

how I can carry this experience into my everyday life? This 

is a simplification but it gets the points across.
