Cycle of readings from the Gospel of Luke, and begin the 
A Cycle of readings from the Gospel of Matthew. Advent 
begins next weekend and the 4:00PM Mass on Saturday 
is being taped for broadcast at 10:00AM, on Sunday, 
December 2nd, on WTXX. What a nice way to begin a new 
liturgical year. 
 

 In a recent discussion with the liturgy committee for 
the parish, we spoke about the 4:00PM Mass on Saturday as 

the “anticipated Mass” of Sunday. Permission for its 
celebration began out of a concern for those who for a 
variety of reasons could not come to the Eucharist on 

Sunday. The “Day of the Lord” is the preferred day to come 
and celebrate the Eucharist as a parish family. It is the 

weekly remembrance of the Resurrection and the primordial 
holyday. You might want to think about that in your
