BAPTISM OF THE LORD

Someone asked why the church was still decorated
for Christmas. The Norms for the Liturgical Year say that,
“The Christmas season extends from Evening Prayer | of
Christmas through the Baptism of the Lord, Sunday,
January 13th.” We do not coincide with the commercial
season of “Happy Holidays” which begins with Macy’s
Christmas Parade on Thanksgiving and ends on December
25th. Some of you may remember when the Christmas
Season ended with the Epiphany. With the revision of the
Liturgical Calendar in 1969, the Catholic Church
recognized the manifestation of Christ at His baptism, and so
incorporated that into the Christmas Cycle. For that reason
the church remains decorated through this Sunday.

Ordinary time begins on Monday and continues
through February 5th, the day before Ash Wednesday. These
are the “counted” Sundays that do not celebrate a specific
mystery of Christ. They rather are devoted to the mystery of

Christ in all its fullness. Lent begins in less than a month.
We already have the Black Books for our collective, Lenten
Reflection.
