The program 
consists of two classes: 4-year-olds on Monday, Wednesday, and  
Friday, and 3-year-olds on Tuesday and Thursday. All classes are 
from 9:30AM to 11:45AM & are limited to 18 children. Children 
must be toilet trained & 3 years old by September 30, 2008 or 4 

years old before December 31, 2008. St. James Cooperative 
Nursery School will begin open registration for the 2008-2009 
school year January 21st.
