Dear Fellow Parishioners: 
 This week we will start scheduling Masses for 2009. 
As the clergy shortage makes itself felt we will no longer 
schedule Masses on Fridays, my day off. We may also have 

difficulty scheduling funerals on Friday, so I ask for your 
flexibility. Another result of all of this is that beginning in 

January of 2009, Exposition and Benediction of the Blessed 
Sacrament will move to the First Thursday of the month 

instead of the First Friday. We must adjust our parish 
schedule to the reality of fewer priest. All of this should 

serve as a reminder to pray for an increase of vocations to 
the priesthood, the diaconate and the religious life. 
Our lovely stain glass doors have been repaired and 

reinstalled. The cost for the project is $7,900.00, which will 
be withdrawn from savings. We are attempting to cut back 

on expenses, but we must try to increase income to not drain 
our savings. The Finance Council is working on some 
suggestions for the fall. Thanks to all who contribute

DEACON TO THE LITURGY 
The deacon serves and assists the celebrant of the Mass. The 
deacon is the normal minister who proclaims the Gospel and 
may preach on the Word of God. At mass, the deacon is the 
minister who voices the needs of the people in the general 
intercessions, assists at the  presentation of the gifts, and 
distributes communion. The deacon also serves in other 

liturgical & sacramental roles, such as baptizing, witnessing 
marriages, bringing communion to the sick & dying, and 
presiding over wake services & burial committals. The 

deacon assists the people who are preparing for the 
sacraments. For example, he instructs parents before the 

baptism of a child and he works with couples as they prepare 
for marriage. 

 

YEAR OF ST. PAUL 
Romans 5:6-11 

God’s love for us: After describing the nature of faith, Paul 
celebrates the new situation of the justified who can be confident 
in the love that God has for them. In this passage, Paul describes 

God’s love for us. Christ died for us when we were weak, when we 
were still sinners. Christ’s love for us is a proof of God’s love for 

us. Note that Paul says that we are already justified, already 

reconciled, but we are not yet saved. This will only occur at the 
resurrection of the dead. Present justification and reconciliation, 

however, are an assurance of future salvation.
